To demonstrate a commitment to recognising and valuing the abilities, contribution and
competence of children with disability or developmental delay, Muddy Puddles must:

e ensure all verbal and written communications promote a positive image of children with
disability or developmental delay and their families and carers

e promote self-determination by listening to children and responding, in consultation with
their families and carers, to individual needs and choices

e support children and their families and carers in developing and achieving goals that will
help children achieve their potential and contribute to the child’s valued status

e reduce limitations by providing information to help children and their families and carers
understand what is possible
